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CAGE Questionnaire 
The CAGE is a very brief, relatively non-confrontational questionnaire for detection of alcoholism. Questions usually directed as “have you ever”, but may be focused to delineate past or present usage. 
The CAGE can identify alcohol problems over the lifetime. It is useful in a variety of settings and with a range of target populations.  Typically for general medical population used with Adults and Adolescents over 16.
